The St. Regis is the originator of the Red Snapper, also known as the Bloody Mary. In 1934, 

Fernand Petiot became a bartender at The St. Regis Hotel New York, bringing with him the 

“Bloody Mary,” a vodka and tomato juice drink he began creating in Paris.  It was in The St. 

Regis’ King Cole Bar that Petiot perfected his original formula, adding salt, pepper, celery salt, 

lemon, Tabasco and Worcestershire Sauce.  It was rechristened the “Red Snapper” to appeal to 

the hotel’s elite clientele – and while the name might not have caught on, the spicy drink 

certainly did.  Over the years, it became the signature cocktail of the King Cole Bar at St. Regis 

Hotel, New York. 

 

As subsequent St. Regis hotels have opened around the world, the tradition continues, with each 

property creating its own twist on this classic cocktail.  The result is the World Collection of St. 

Regis Signature Bloody Mary blends, celebrating regional influences combined with the original 

recipe.
